Mini-Externship Program

Guidelines

Purpose:  The OSMA International Medical Graduates Committee has established a “Mini-Externship” program for the IMG’s who are seeking residency positions in the United States.  The purpose for this Externship will be to help the IMG Resident candidate to learn the methodology of obtaining patient’s medical history and conduct patients’ physician examinations, as it is being done in this country, since this may be different from the country of their medical training.  They will learn these only by observing the sponsoring physician and without any direct contact with the patient or patient’s medical records.

Sponsoring Physician:  Physicians who have established practices in our state and who are duly licensed to practice medicine in Oklahoma. Participation in the program is voluntary. Each sponsor physician will accept an Extern for a period of three weeks.  

Each volunteer sponsor physician may allow the Extern to accompany him/her to the office and/or hospital under his/her own responsibility.  The sponsor physician will obtain the necessary permission from the hospital administration or medical director for allowing the Extern to accompany him/her to the hospital.  The sponsoring physician will see to it that the Extern does not directly engage in physical examinations or performance of any procedures on a patient.

Applicant Guidelines:  All candidates must contact the OSMA and request a program application. Applications must be completed or request for externship will be denied.  Applications may be faxed or e-mailed to the OSMA Headquarters.  Once the application is received it will be forwarded to the Program Chairman for review.  The Program Chairman will contact the Applicant to retain further information. The Extern will be allowed to have four (3 week) rotations with a sponsor in different specialties.

Upon completion of each four rotations the Extern is required to submit their evaluations.  Program certificates will only be given to those applicants who complete each rotation evaluation.

Applicants are responsible for all expenses incurred during the externship.  Upon completion of the Externship rotations (twelve weeks), the IMG Council of the OSMA (upon receipt of letters from sponsor physicians) will give a letter and certificate of completion to the Extern indicating the number of weeks as well as physicians and their medical specialties.

The OSMA is as a 501 (b) (6) .  The OSMA is not affiliated with any other organization.  All sponsors are volunteer members of the Medical Association.
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
